This program can be completed online at 
http://www.d2l.org/site/c.4dICIJOkGcISE/b.6143709/k.3D5F/Child_Sexual_Abuse_Preventi 
on_Training_ONLINE.htm (please copy and paste this web address into your internet 
browser). The online training costs $10 and takes approximately 2 hours to complete. 

4. Successfully pass the Praxis Core Academic Skills for Educators tests in reading, writing and 
math according to the State of Delaware guidelines. Information about the guidelines, 
possible exemptions for the reading and math tests, and how to register for the test is 
available online at www.education.udel.edu/ete/praxis. Please note that there is no exemption 
for the writing test and it takes approximately 4 weeks to receive the writing score. 

5. Have your student conduct records (if any) reviewed.  Please note that serious violations or 
sanctions may impact acceptance to the Elementary Teacher Education major.  Completion 
of this application serves as notice that staff in the School of Education will contact the 
Office of Student Conduct to inquire about conduct records.
